Directions to Exton County Park?  132 Church Farm Lane, Exton, PA.  Go west on Swedesford Road by 

making a right out of the preschool parking lot onto Swedesford Road.  Drive for 2.5 miles where for a moment 

you make a right onto Rt. 401/Conestoga Road and then make a left back onto Swedesford Road.  Drive for 

another 2.5 miles.  After the light at Valley Creek Blvd (there is construction) you will see a small road on the 

left, Church Farm Lane. Make a left onto Church Farm Lane and go down to the dead end and make a right.  

You will see the parking lot and the playground.  There is also access to the Chester Valley Trail.  This park has 

a few picnic tables and public restrooms.
